Your interest in what your child is learning is cri�cal, and Code.org makes it
easy to stay involved.

Step 1 - Encourage your child, show interest in computer science

One of the best ways is to ask your child to explain what they’re learning and show you a project they are proud of, see details. Or
watch one of these videos together.

Step 2 - Get your child set up to use Code.org at home

Our class uses personal logins to sign in. To have your student sign in to Code.org at home, do the following:

1. Go to h�ps://studio.code.org/ and click 'Sign In'

2. Have them enter their email and password and then click 'Sign In'
3. If your student does not remember their password, they can reset it from the sign in screen

At the top of their homepage, your student can con�nue the course they are doing with their classroom at school. They can also create
their own games or artwork in the Project Gallery or check out code.org/athome for ideas for things to work on at home.

Step 3 - Connect your email to your student's account

Keep up to date with what your student is working on and receive updates from Code.org. Have your child sign in to Code.org and then
enter your email in Account Se�ngs or click here.
